	Content

	A small moment is not captured in this piece. Writer did not use the strategies presented in class to help him/her generate this piece. 

	Planning 
	Multiple drafts were written prior to publishing this piece. There's a clear sequence of events in this piece. Further, the writer has revised using the strategies presented in class. 
	Two drafts were written prior to publishing this piece. Writer used revision strategies. 
	One draft was written prior to publishing this piece. Writer did minimal revisions. 
	The student did not create multiple drafts, nor did s/he revise. 

	Stance 
	This student is a story-teller. S/he has made a "movie in his/her mind," reliving the event and then recreating it (rather than summarizing it or commenting on it). 
	The student has recreated the event, rather than summarizing or commenting on it. 
	The student attempted to recreate the event, but summarized or commented a lot. 
	The event is not recreated for the reader. There's a lot of summation or commentary present. 

	Qualities of Good Writing 
	This piece is written in a chronological, narrative structure. S/he has produced a sequential, detailed and focused personal narrative. S/he has used action, dialogue and a repertoire of strategies to create this piece. 
	This piece is written in a chronological, narrative structure. S/he has produced a sequential, detailed and focused personal narrative. 
	This piece is written in a narrative structure. However, it's hard to follow the sequence. Few details are given. 
	This piece does not use the narrative structure. It is not sequential, detailed or focused. 

	Mechanics 
	High-frequency words are spelled correctly. Appropriate ending punctuation is used. Paragraphing is done properly. Writing is clear for the reader. 
	Most high-frequency words are spelled correctly. Ending punctuation is used. The piece is written in paragraph form. 
	Many high frequency words are spelled incorrectly. Punctuation is not used properly. Paragraphing is unclear. 
	This piece is unclear for a reader. 

	Language 
	The student writes in a way that is considerate of the reader. S/he has tried to be clear and comprehensible. 
	The student has tried to be clear and comprehensible. 
	Writing is often unclear. 
	Writing is unclear and is not comprehensible.
